In case of
non-compliance by the Supplier, BEML shall not make any payment towards GST against such invoice until it is
complied with within the timeline prescribed under GST Laws/Rules/Natifications/Circulars, and also subject to
BEML being in a position to avail GST Input Tax Credit as per applicable GST
